CHANGE OF ARRANGEMENTS FOR SENIOR  
REPORTS AND THE LAST DAY OF TERM 3  

(7 OCTOBER 2011) 

On Friday 7 October (the last day of Term 3) the school will finish at 12.30 pm.  
The staff will hold parent interviews between 1 - 4 pm for senior students on this 
day. 

This parents’ meeting will provide an opportunity to speak to teachers before the 
holidays and the NCEA examinations.  The interviews will be a good time to review 
the results of the recent practice examinations and discuss what actions need to be 
undertaken by students to prepare for their upcoming NCEA examinations. 

The above arrangements are a change to previous years and have been taken due 
to the Rugby World Cup leaving Term 4 to be very short. 

The benefits we believe are that: 

1) Parents will get feedback before the upcoming holiday giving students time 
to put a revision plan in place, and 

2) Parents will be given feedback quickly after the practice examinations.
